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 WHAT IS THE MEANING OF LIFE? 
Last Edited: 5/12/2012 

 
What is the meaning of life? Why are we here? What is our purpose? The Church of the Lord 
Jesus Christ is uniquely competent to answer these questions without ambiguity or apology. 
 
The Alpha and the Omega,1 the True and Living God,2 the Great and Dreadful God,3 the 
Consuming Fire4 made earth and heaven5 and everything seen and unseen.6  There is no other 
God.7 In His wisdom He created an innumerable race of beings called angels8 to do His bidding. 
A third of the angels left their first estate,9 followed Satan10 and rebelled against God.11  God 
did not provide a savior for the fallen angels and sentenced them to hell forever.12  God created 
man in His image.13  Satan beguiled14 man, and man (Adam/Eve) sinned against God at the 
Garden of Eden.15 God drove out man from the Garden of Eden16 and man became an outcast 
and abhorrent to God.17   When Adam sinned against God, the race of man sinned against God 
and all were sentenced to a mortal life, to die and to go to hell.18  Of God’s own accord, He 
provided a savior19, His own Son20 (Jesus Christ21), to die for the sins of a few22 elect23 souls.  
Their names are written in the Lamb’s Book of Life and will enter heaven and those not in the 
Lamb’s Book of Life will be cast into the lake of fire.24 Christ was born to Mary and Joseph25 and 
came (the first time) to suffer,26 be shamed,27 be hated of all men,28 be tempted and 
ridiculed,29 have cruel mockings,30 be tortured31and crucified.32  Christ will come a second time, 
at the end of the world,33 as a thief in the night,34 in power and glory,35 with mighty angels and 
ten thousands of His saints to execute judgment36 on mankind, and the earth will melt away.37 
All men will stand before the terror of the Lord and the judgment seat of Christ and receive the 
things done in the body, whether it be good or evil.38  As told in the scriptures in the book of 
The Revelation of Jesus Christ, He will judge the earth, and, through many wondrous events, 
destroy the earth and most of mankind39 and establish His administration on earth.40  
 
Life is a proving41 ground to show forth who is worthy42 of heaven and who has transgressed43 
against God and is worthy of hell.44 For those in hell, their worm does not die and their fire is 
not quenched.45 In the days of Noah, God saw that the wickedness of man was great, that every 
imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually,46 and that the earth was 
corrupt and filled with violence,47 and it grieved God and it repented Him that He made them48; 
He sought to destroy all men and beasts with The Flood.49  But Noah was a preacher of 
righteousness and found grace in the eyes of the Lord,50 and was delivered from the Flood upon 
the world of the ungodly.51 When God utterly destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah with fire and 
brimstone52 from heaven for sodomy,53 He saved Lot, who was just.54 The Jewish people and 
the nation of Israel were also proved.55 God fixed his love upon them and supernaturally 
delivered them from the hand of their oppressors, the Egyptians.56  He established their nation, 
gave them the commandments,57 established His religion and the practice of it58, and gave 
them a prosperous and good land;59 in exchange, He required their loyalty and that they 
worship only Him.60  Israel repeatedly and openly violated the commandments in every way,61 
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engaged in every form of sin as a people and a nation.62  God delivered them into the hands of 
their enemies many times for their sin.63  God sent them His prophets to reprove, rebuke and 
warn them to change their ways.64 They refused and instead mocked His messengers, despised 
His words, and misused His prophets until the wrath of the LORD arose against them till there 
was no remedy.65 For their sins and their repeated refusal to follow His ways, God sent the 
Syrians66 and the Babylonians67 to utterly and violently kill them, destroy their nation and drag 
the few who survived back to their oppressors to live. God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man 
soweth, that shall he also reap.68  The wicked and the guilty shall not go unpunished.69 
 
Christ says the road to heaven is narrow, the gate to it is strait and few go therein, but the road 
to hell is broad, the gate to it wide, and many go therein.70 “For what is your life?” asks the 
apostle? He answers: “it is a vapor that is here a little time and then vanishes away.”71 The 
psalmist says that the days of a man are as grass, the wind passeth over it and it is gone; it is so 
quickly gone that the place where it was does not even know it was there.72 Every human either 
lives their short life in service to God or in service to Satan.73   
 
Those that live in service to God display a number of characteristics. 
 

 Like Moses, they willingly choose to suffer affliction with the people of God, rather than 
enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season;74 they esteem the reproach of Christ greater riches 
than the treasures in Egypt;75 and, by faith, they forsake Egypt (the World), not fearing the 
wrath of men, and endure, as seeing and believing Him who is invisible.76 

 They fear God.77 

 They demonstrate their love for God by keeping God’s Commandments,78 for without this 
they cannot enter the gates of heaven.79 

 The servant is not greater than the master,80 so like Christ, they too must: (1) suffer 
persecution,81 (2) endure afflictions,82 (3) suffer shame,83 (4) be reproached,84 (5) be hated 
of the world,85 (6) take up their cross daily and deny themselves,86  (7) bring every thought 
into captivity,87 (8) make no provision for the lust of the flesh,88 (9) not be fearful of what 
man can do to them,89 (10) lose their life and not save it,90 and (11) not be ashamed of 
God.91  

 They are mocked, despised and misused.92 

 They have powerful enemies, both worldly and spiritually.93 

 They are threatened with death,94 are killed all the day long and accounted as sheep for the 
slaughter,95 have fiery trials,96 are made a spectacle, and are despised, reviled, defamed, 
treated as the filth and offscouring of all things.97 

 They are spiritually minded (which is life) and not carnally minded (which is death).98 

 They are spoken of as evildoers99 and have hard speeches made against them.100 

 They enter the Kingdom of God after much tribulation.101 

 By their constant preaching, they trouble cities and put them in an uproar.102  

 They have faith in God,103 without which, it is impossible to please Him.104 

 They preach the word in season and out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort, and show the 
world their transgression, and clearly put the people’s abomination before their eyes.105   
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 They love their neighbor by rebuking them when they sin and will not suffer sin upon 
them.106 They also show they love their neighbor by keeping the commandments.107 

 They abstain from fleshly lusts,108 and are not entangled with or overcome by the cares of 
this life.109 

 They are as strangers, sojourners110 and pilgrims in this world,111 and will not conform to 
the lusts of the world,112 and have no citizenship here, but seek a better city and country.113 

 They are not deceived,114 are not terrified of their adversaries,115 do not draw back,116 are 
not lukewarm,117 and have great boldness.118 

 They give up family members for Christ’s sake.119 

 They pray often,120 in private,121 and without vain repetitions.122  

 They have great humility123 and see their own sinful nature.124  

 They are thankful.125  

 They have no strength of their own.126  

 They have a command of the scriptures and read them daily.127 

 They have great charity128  and love129  for God’s elect.  

 They are subject one to another.130 

 They continually exhort and consider one another.131 

 They attend the Church of the Lord Jesus Christ every week and every time it meets.132 

 They do not allow any man to take their crown.133 

 They bring forth fruit134 meet for repentance, according to the calling135 of the Lord Jesus 
Christ.   

 Do not engage in physical violence136 or revenge, 137 but wait on the Lord.138 

 They cannot be turned aside or dissuaded.139  
 
For those that overcome, Christ will give him/her to eat of the tree of life,140 to eat of the 
hidden manna and are given a white stone with a new name written in the stone,141 are given 
the morning star,142 given clothes of white raiment,143 are made a pillar in the temple of God,144 
are made to sit with Christ in His throne,145 and Christ will confess his/her name before his 
Father and before His angels.146  Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard the things that God hath 
prepared for them that love him.147  
 
But let no one deceive you: the wrath of God comes upon the children of disobedience for  
fornication, uncleanness, covetousness, filthiness, foolish talking/jesting, whoremongery, and 
idolatry.148 The works of the flesh are these: adultery, fornication, lasciviousness, witchcraft, 
hatred, heresies, envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings and they which do such things will 
not inherit the kingdom of God.149 The unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God. Be not 
deceived: unrepentant fornicators, idolaters, adulterers, effeminate, abusers of themselves 
with mankind (homosexuals), thieves, covetous, drunkards, revilers, or extortioners, shall not 
inherit the kingdom of God.150  Walk not to fulfill the lusts of the flesh; to do so is certain 
death.151 All that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of 
life, is not of the Father, but is of the world and the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: 
but he that doeth the will of God abideth for ever.152  
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The dead, small and great, will stand before God; and the books will be opened.  And the dead 
will be judged out of those things written in the books, every man according to his works.153   
When the Son of man shall come in His glory, and all the holy angels, then He will sit upon the 
throne of His glory and before Him shall be gathered all peoples, and He shall separate them 
one from another, as a shepherd divides His sheep from the goats: And He shall set the sheep 
on His right hand, but goats on the left. Then shall the King say unto them on His right hand, 
come, ye blessed of my father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you… then shall He say also 
unto them on the left hand, depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the 
devil and his angels… And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous 
into life eternal.154 Whosoever was not found written in the book of life will be cast into the 
lake of fire.155 
 
I call heaven and earth to record this day against you, that I have set before you life and death, 
blessing and cursing: therefore choose life, that both thou and thy seed may live. That thou 
mayest love the LORD thy God, and that thou mayest obey His voice, and that thou mayest 
cleave unto Him: for He is thy life, and the length of thy days.156

 Gen. 19:24-25  Then the LORD rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the LORD out of 
heaven; And he overthrew those cities, and all the plain, and all the inhabitants of the cities, and that which grew 
upon the ground. Luke 17:28-30  Likewise also as it was in the days of Lot; they did eat, they drank, they bought, 
they sold, they planted, they builded; But the same day that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone 
from heaven, and destroyed them all. Even thus shall it be in the day when the Son of man is revealed. 2Pe 2:6  And 
turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into ashes condemned them with an overthrow, making them an 
ensample unto those that after should live ungodly;  And delivered just Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the 
wicked: Jude 1:7  Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in like manner, giving themselves over 
to fornication, and going after strange flesh (homosexuality), are set forth for an example, suffering the vengeance 
of eternal fire.

 Gen. 19: 1-7 And there came two angels to Sodom at even; and Lot sat in the gate of Sodom: and Lot seeing them 
rose up to meet them; and he bowed himself with his face toward the ground; And he said, Behold now, my lords, 
turn in, I pray you, into your servant’s house, and tarry all night, and wash your feet, and ye shall rise up early, and 
go on your ways.

Jud 6:1  And the children of Israel did evil in the sight of the LORD: and the 
LORD delivered them into the hand of Midian seven years. 1 Sam. 4:10-11  And the Philistines fought, and Israel 
was smitten, and they fled every man into his tent: and there was a very great slaughter; for there fell of Israel 
thirty thousand footmen.  And the ark of God was taken; and the two sons of Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, were slain.

 1 Kings 18:17-18 - And it came to pass, when Ahab saw Elijah, that Ahab said unto him, Art thou he that 
troubleth Israel? And he answered, I have not troubled Israel; but thou, and thy father’s house, in that ye have 
forsaken the commandments of the LORD, and thou hast followed Baalim. 2 Kings 3:13-14  And Elisha said unto the 
king of Israel, What have I to do with thee? get thee to the prophets of thy father, and to the prophets of thy 
mother. And the king of Israel said unto him, Nay: for the LORD hath called these three kings together, to deliver 
them into the hand of Moab.  And Elisha said, As the LORD of hosts liveth, before whom I stand, surely, were it not 
that I regard the presence of Jehoshaphat the king of Judah, I would not look toward thee, nor see thee.

Moreover the word of the LORD came to me (Jeremiah), saying, go and cry in the ears of Jerusalem… Hear ye the 
word of the LORD, O house of Jacob, and all the families of the house of Israel: Thus saith the LORD, What iniquity 
have your fathers found in me, that they are gone far from me, and have walked after vanity, and are become 
vain?... And I brought you into a plentiful country, to eat the fruit thereof and the goodness thereof; but when ye 
entered, ye defiled my land, and made mine heritage an abomination.  Isaiah 1:1-7 The vision of Isaiah the son of 
Amoz, which he saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem…  Hear, O heavens, and give ear, O earth: for the LORD hath 
spoken, I have nourished and brought up children, and they have rebelled against me. The ox knoweth his owner, 
and the ass his master’s crib: but Israel doth not know, my people doth not consider. A sinful nation, a people laden 
with iniquity, a seed of evildoers, children that are corrupters: they have forsaken the LORD, they have provoked the 
Holy One of Israel unto anger, they are gone away backward.  … From the sole of the foot even unto the head there 
is no soundness in it; but wounds, and bruises, and putrifying sores: they have not been closed, neither bound up, 
neither mollified with ointment.

 2 Kings 17:5-20  Then the king of Assyria came up throughout all the land, and went up to Samaria, and besieged 
it three years. In the ninth year of Hoshea the king of Assyria took Samaria, and carried Israel away into Assyria…  
For so it was, that the children of Israel had sinned against the LORD their God, which had brought them up out of 
the land of Egypt, from under the hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt, and had feared other gods, And walked in the 
statutes of the heathen, whom the LORD cast out from before the children of Israel, and of the kings of Israel, which 
they had made.  And the children of Israel did secretly those things that were not right against the LORD their God, 
and they built them high places in all their cities, from the tower of the watchmen to the fenced city. And they set 
them up images and groves in every high hill, and under every green tree:  And there they burnt incense in all the 
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high places, as did the heathen whom the LORD carried away before them; and wrought wicked things to provoke 
the LORD to anger: For they served idols, whereof the LORD had said unto them, Ye shall not do this thing.  Yet the 
LORD testified against Israel, and against Judah, by all the prophets, and by all the seers, saying, Turn ye from your 
evil ways, and keep my commandments and my statutes, according to all the law which I commanded your fathers, 
and which I sent to you by my servants the prophets. Notwithstanding they would not hear, but hardened their 
necks, like to the neck of their fathers, that did not believe in the LORD their God.  And they rejected his statutes, 
and his covenant that he made with their fathers, and his testimonies which he testified against them; and they 
followed vanity, and became vain, and went after the heathen that were round about them, concerning whom the 
LORD had charged them, that they should not do like them. And they left all the commandments of the LORD their 
God, and made them molten images, even two calves, and made a grove, and worshipped all the host of heaven, 
and served Baal.  nd they caused their sons and their daughters to pass through the fire, and used divination and 
enchantments, and sold themselves to do evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke him to anger.  Therefore the 
LORD was very angry with Israel, and removed them out of his sight: there was none left but the tribe of Judah only. 
Also Judah kept not the commandments of the LORD their God, but walked in the statutes of Israel which they 
made. And the LORD rejected all the seed of Israel, and afflicted them, and delivered them into the hand of spoilers, 
until he had cast them out of his sight. 
67

 2 Kings 25:1-7 And it came to pass in the ninth year of his reign, in the tenth month, in the tenth day of the 
month, that Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came, he, and all his host, against Jerusalem, and pitched against it; 
and they built forts against it round about. And the city was besieged unto the eleventh year of king Zedekiah. And 
on the ninth day of the fourth month the famine prevailed in the city, and there was no bread for the people of the 
land.  And the city was broken up, and all the men of war fled by night by the way of the gate between two walls, 
which is by the king’s garden: (now the Chaldees were against the city round about:) and the king went the way 
toward the plain. And the army of the Chaldees pursued after the king, and overtook him in the plains of Jericho: 
and all his army were scattered from him. So they took the king, and brought him up to the king of Babylon to 
Riblah; and they gave judgment upon him.  And they slew the sons of Zedekiah before his eyes, and put out the eyes 
of Zedekiah, and bound him with fetters of brass, and carried him to Babylon. See also Jeremiah 39:1-9.  2 Chron. 
36:11-20   Zedekiah was one and twenty years old when he began to reign, and reigned eleven years in Jerusalem. 
And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD his God, and humbled not himself before Jeremiah the 
prophet speaking from the mouth of the LORD.  And he also rebelled against king Nebuchadnezzar, who had made 
him swear by God: but he stiffened his neck, and hardened his heart from turning unto the LORD God of Israel.  
Moreover all the chief of the priests, and the people, transgressed very much after all the abominations of the 
heathen; and polluted the house of the LORD which he had hallowed in Jerusalem. And the LORD God of their 
fathers sent to them by his messengers, rising up betimes, and sending; because he had compassion on his people, 
and on his dwelling place:  But they mocked the messengers of God, and despised his words, and misused his 
prophets, until the wrath of the LORD arose against his people, till there was no remedy. Therefore he brought upon 
them the king of the Chaldees, who slew their young men with the sword in the house of their sanctuary, and had 
no compassion upon young man or maiden, old man, or him that stooped for age: he gave them all into his hand.  
And all the vessels of the house of God, great and small, and the treasures of the house of the LORD, and the 
treasures of the king, and of his princes; all these he brought to Babylon.  And they burnt the house of God, and 
brake down the wall of Jerusalem, and burnt all the palaces thereof with fire, and destroyed all the goodly vessels 
thereof.  And them that had escaped from the sword carried he away to Babylon; where they were servants to him 
and his sons until the reign of the kingdom of Persia. 
68

Luke 12:4-5  And I say unto you my friends, Be not afraid of them that kill the body, and after that have no 
more that they can do. But I will forewarn you whom ye shall fear: Fear him, which after he hath killed hath power 
to cast into hell; yea, I say unto you, Fear him. 
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90

 Luke 9:24-25 -  For whosoever will save his life shall lose it: but whosoever will lose his life for my sake, the same 
shall save it.  For what is a man advantaged, if he gain the whole world, and lose himself, or be cast away? See also 
Mat. 16:25, Mark 8:35 and Luke 17:33. 
91

 Luke 9:26 - For whosoever shall be ashamed of me and of my words, of him shall the Son of man be ashamed, 
when he shall come in his own glory, and in his Father’s, and of the holy angels. 
92

 2Ch 36:16  - But they mocked the messengers of God, and despised his words, and misused his prophets, until the 
wrath of the LORD arose against his people, till there was no remedy. 
93 Psalm 27:2 - When the wicked, even mine enemies and my foes, came upon me to eat up my flesh, they stumbled 

and fell. See Mat. 14 (John the Baptist and King Herod); See Mat. 27 (Jesus and Pontius Pilate, The high priest, etc.).  
Eph 6:12  For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers 
of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.

 Acts 13:12-13  - And when it was day, certain of the Jews banded together, and bound themselves under a curse, 
saying that they would neither eat nor drink till they had killed Paul.

 1 Pet 4:12 -  Beloved, think it not strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you, as though some strange 
thing happened unto you. 
97 1 Cor 4:9-13 -  …We are made a spectacle unto the world, and to angels, and to men. We are fools for Christ’s 

sake, but ye are wise in Christ; we are weak, but ye are strong; ye are honourable, but we are despised. Even unto 
this present hour we both hunger, and thirst, and are naked, and are buffeted, and have no certain dwellingplace;  
And labour, working with our own hands: being reviled, we bless; being persecuted, we suffer it:  Being defamed, 
we intreat: we are made as the filth of the world, and are the offscouring of all things unto this day. 
98

mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.  So then they that are in 
the flesh cannot please God.  But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. 
Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his. 
99

 1Pe 2:12 - Having your conversation honest among the Gentiles: that, whereas they speak against you as 
evildoers, they may by your good works, which they shall behold, glorify God in the day of visitation.   1Pe 3:16  
Having a good conscience; that, whereas they speak evil of you, as of evildoers, they may be ashamed that falsely 
accuse your good conversation in Christ.  
100

 Jude 14-16 -  … Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of his saints,  To execute judgment upon all, and to 
convince all that are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have ungo  dly committed, and of 
all their hard speeches which ungodly sinners have spoken against him.  These are murmurers, complainers, 
walking after their own lusts; and their mouth speaketh great swelling words, having men’s persons in admiration 
because of advantage. 
101

 Ac 14:22 - Confirming the souls of the disciples, and exhorting them to continue in the faith, and that we must 
through much tribulation enter into the kingdom of God. 
102

 Acts 17:5-8 -  But the Jews which believed not, moved with envy, took unto them certain lewd fellows of the 
baser sort, and gathered a company, and set all the city on an uproar, and assaulted the house of Jason, and 
sought to bring them out to the people.  And when they found them not, they drew Jason and certain brethren unto 
the rulers of the city, crying, These that have turned the world upside down are come hither also… And they 
troubled the people and the rulers of the city, when they heard these things. .  1 Kings 18:17 And it came to pass, 
when Ahab saw Elijah, that Ahab said unto him, Art thou he that troubleth Israel? Acts  19:23-29  And the same 
time there arose no small stir about that way.  For a certain man named Demetrius, a silversmith, which made 
silver shrines for Diana, brought no small gain unto the craftsmen;  Whom he called together with the workmen of 
like occupation, and said, Sirs, ye know that by this craft we have our wealth. Moreover ye see and hear, that not 
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alone at Ephesus, but almost throughout all Asia, this Paul hath persuaded and turned away much people, saying 
that they be no gods, which are made with hands: So that not only this our craft is in danger to be set at nought; 
but also that the temple of the great goddess Diana should be despised, and her magnificence should be destroyed, 
whom all Asia and the world worshippeth.  And when they heard these sayings, they were full of wrath, and cried 
out, saying, Great is Diana of the Ephesians. And the whole city was filled with confusion…   Amos 7:10  Then 
Amaziah the priest of Bethel sent to Jeroboam king of Israel, saying, Amos hath conspired against thee in the midst 
of the house of Israel: the land is not able to bear all his words. 
103

 Mr 11:22  - And Jesus answering saith unto them, Have faith in God.  Ro 1:17  For therein is the righteousness of 
God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith. Re 14:12  Here is the patience of the 
saints: here are they that keep the commandments of God, and the faith of Jesus.  Jas 2:5  Hearken, my beloved 
brethren, Hath not God chosen the poor of this world rich in faith, and heirs of the kingdom which he hath promised 
to them that love him? 1Pe 1:5  Who are kept by the power of God through faith unto salvation ready to be 
revealed in the last time.

 Heb 11:6  - But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, 
and that he is a rewarder of them that  diligently seek him.

Rom 1:24-27 Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness 
through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between themselves:  Who changed the truth 
of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen. For 
this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which 
is against nature: And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward 
another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error 
which was meet.  Ro 6:12  Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof. 
1 Cor 6: 9-10 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither 
fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind, Nor thieves, nor 
covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God. 
109

 Luke 21:34  And take heed to yourselves, lest at any time your hearts be overcharged with surfeiting, and 
drunkenness, and cares of this life, and so that day come upon you unawares.

1Ti 2:1  I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, 
intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; Psalm 50:14-15  Offer unto God thanksgiving; and pay thy 
vows unto the most High:  And call upon me in the day of trouble: I will deliver thee, and thou shalt glorify me.

 Psalm 28:8  The LORD is their strength, and he is the saving strength of his anointed. 2 Cor. 12:9  And he said 
unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I 
rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.  Psalm 118:14  The LORD is my strength 
and song, and is become my salvation. Isa 64:6  But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are 
as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the wind, have taken us away.  Daniel 4:35 And all 
the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven, and 
among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou? 
127 Joshua 1:8 - This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and 

night, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way 
prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.  2 Tim. 2:15  Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a 
workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.  Ac 17:11  These were more noble 
than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures 
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daily, whether those things were so. Mt 21:42  Jesus saith unto them, Did ye never read in the scriptures, The stone 
which the builders rejected, the same is become the head of the corner: this is the Lord’s doing, and it is marvellous 
in our eyes? Mt 22:29  Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of 
God. 
128

 2Th 1:3  We are bound to thank God always for you, brethren, as it is meet, because that your faith groweth 
exceedingly, and the charity of every one of you all toward each other aboundeth; 1Co 13:1  Though I speak with 
the tongues of men and of angels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal.1Ti 
1:5  Now the end of the commandment is charity out of a pure heart, and of a good conscience, and of faith 
unfeigned.

When any one 
heareth the word of the kingdom, and understandeth it not, then cometh the wicked one, and catcheth away that 
which was sown in his heart. This is he which received seed by the way side.  But he that received the seed into 
stony places, the same is he that heareth the word, and anon with joy receiveth it; Yet hath he not root in himself, 
but dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he is offended.  
He also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word; and the care of this world, and the 
deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful.  But he that received seed into the good 
ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an 
hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty.  Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is 
likened unto a man which sowed good seed in his field. Mat. 3:10  Every tree which bringeth not forth good fruit is 
hewn down, and cast into the fire. Mat. 7:15-19 Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep’s clothing, 
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but inwardly they are ravening wolves.  Ye shall know them by their fruits. Do men gather grapes of thorns, or figs 
of thistles?  Even so every good tree bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt tree bringeth forth evil fruit.  A good 
tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither can a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit.  Every tree that bringeth not forth 
good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the fire. Mt 3:8  Bring forth therefore fruits meet for repentance: 
135

 1 Thes. 2:12  That ye would walk worthy of God, who hath called you unto his kingdom and glory.  Col. 1:10  
That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the 
knowledge of God. 
136

 2 Cor. 10: 3-5 -  For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: (For the weapons of our warfare 
are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;) Casting down imaginations, and every 
high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the 
obedience of Christ. Luke 3:14  And the soldiers likewise demanded of him, saying, And what shall we do? And he 
said unto them, Do violence to no man...  Mat. 26:50-52  And Jesus said unto him, Friend, wherefore art thou 
come? Then came they, and laid hands on Jesus, and took him. And, behold, one of them which were with Jesus 
stretched out his hand, and drew his sword, and struck a servant of the high priest’s, and smote off his ear.  Then 
said Jesus unto him, Put up again thy sword into his place: for all they that take the sword shall perish with the 
sword. 
137

 Rom. 12:18-19  If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all men.  Dearly beloved, avenge not 
yourselves, but rather give place unto wrath: for it is written, Vengeance is mine; I will repay, saith the Lord. 
138

 Ps 27:14  Wait on the LORD: be of good courage, and he shall strengthen thine heart: wait, I say, on the LORD. 
Ps 37:7  Rest in the LORD, and wait patiently for him: fret not thyself because of him who prospereth in his way, 
because of the man who bringeth wicked devices to pass. Pr 20:22  Say not thou, I will recompense evil; but wait on 
the LORD, and he shall save thee. 
139

 Ezekiel 3:8-9  Behold, I have made thy face strong against their faces, and thy forehead strong against their 
foreheads. As an adamant harder than flint have I made thy forehead: fear them not, neither be dismayed at their 
looks, though they be a rebellious house.  Jer 1:17-19  Thou therefore gird up thy loins, and arise, and speak unto 
them all that I command thee: be not dismayed at their faces, lest I confound thee before them. 
18  For, behold, I have made thee this day a defenced city, and an iron pillar, and brasen walls against the whole 
land, against the kings of Judah, against the princes thereof, against the priests thereof, and against the people of 
the land. 
19  And they shall fight against thee; but they shall not prevail against thee; for I am with thee, saith the LORD, to 
deliver thee.

 Rev. 2: 7 To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the tree of life, which is in the midst of the paradise of God. 
141

 Rev. 2:17 To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, and in 
the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it. 
142

 Rev. 2:26-28  And he that overcometh, and keepeth my works unto the end, to him will I give power over the 
nations: And he shall rule them with a rod of iron; as the vessels of a potter shall they be broken to shivers: even as I 
received of my Father.  And I will give him the morning star. 
143

 Rev. 3:5  He that overcometh, the same shall be clothed in white raiment; and I will not blot out his name out of 
the book of life.  
144

 Rev. 3:11-12  Behold, I come quickly: hold that fast which thou hast, that no man take thy crown.  Him that 
overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more out: and I will write upon him the 
name of my God, and the name of the city of my God, which is new Jerusalem, which cometh down out of heaven 
from my God: and I will write upon him my new name. 
145

 Rev. 3:21  To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set 
down with my Father in his throne. 
146

 Rev. 3:5  He that overcometh… I will confess his name before my Father, and before his angels. 
147

 1 Cor. 2:9 -  But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the 
things which God hath prepared for them that love him. 
148 Eph 5:3-7 - But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as 

becometh saints; Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of 
thanks. For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath 
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any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these 
things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.  Be not ye therefore partakers with them. 
149 Gal. 5:19-21  Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, 

lasciviousness,  Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, Envyings, 
murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, 
that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.  
150

 1 Cor. 6:9 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither 
fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind, 
10  Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God. 
11  And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the 
Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God. 
151

 Gal. 5:16-17 - This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.  For the flesh lusteth 
against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do 
the things that ye would. James 1:15  Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is 
finished, bringeth forth death. Do not err, my beloved brethren. 
152

 1 John 2:16-17 -  For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is 
not of the Father, but is of the world. And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will 
of God abideth for ever. 
153

 Rev. 20:12-15 - And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another 
book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the 
books, according to their works. And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the 
dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works. And death and hell were cast 
into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into 
the lake of fire. 
154

 Mat. 25: 31-46 - When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit 
upon the throne of his glory: And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one from 
another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the 
goats on the left. Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the 
kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world… Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, 
Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:  For I was an hungred, and ye 
gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink… Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of 
the least of these, ye did it not to me.  And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into 
life eternal. 
155

 Rev. 20:15  And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire. 
156

 Deut 30:19-20 - I call heaven and earth to record this day against you, that I have set before you life and death, 
blessing and cursing: therefore choose life, that both thou and thy seed may live: That thou mayest love the LORD 
thy God, and that thou mayest obey his voice, and that thou mayest cleave unto him: for he is thy life, and the 
length of thy days: that thou mayest dwell in the land which the LORD sware unto thy fathers, to Abraham, to 
Isaac, and to Jacob, to give them.
