Duty of Love to the Members of the Church (Brotherly Love)  

Part 4 

 

This is part 4 of the duty of the members to love one another, otherwise known as brotherly 

love. I hope you see in no uncertain terms that this is not theory.  It is required practice, on 

the ground – everyday – you never complete or finish or stop your duty to have and show 

brotherly love.   It is in your job description.  I stopped on page 8 at number 88.  But before I 

do that, just a few things of note: 

 

1. COVID-19 Plague Update – The last time I preached was in March and we were at about 

30,000 new cases a day in the U.S., down from 1,000,000 a day in January.  Today, we are 

averaging around 70,000 cases a day and at the end of this past week, the cases were just 

over and just under 100,000 a day, so the 2–3-month spike is happening again. In the U.S. 

the official number of cases is 81,600,000.  Below is a chart on the number of deaths in 

the U.S.  As of this day, the U.S. is closing in on 1,000,000 deaths in just a little over 2 years. 

Globally, we are at a half a billion cases and 6.25 million deaths. 

 

 
(1) They joined themselves also unto Baalpeor, and (2) ate the sacrifices of the dead (they 

were worshipping the dead and having feasts to the dead – stop worshipping the dead). 

29 Thus they provoked him to anger (3) with their inventions = and the plague brake in 

upon them (Psalm 106:28). The plague has broken out against this country and world. We 

have joined ourselves unto Baalpeor as a nation and provoked God to anger with our 
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inventions (our inventions to encourage and promote sin, murder, fornication, blasphemy, 

and unrestrained idolatry).  They turned from God and worshipped Baal.   HE IS A JEALOUS 

GOD (Ex. 20:5).   And Israel abode in Shittim, and the people began to commit whoredom 

with the daughters of Moab (Balaam orchestrated this).  And they called the people unto 

the sacrifices of their gods: and the people did eat and bowed down to their gods.   And 

Israel joined himself unto Baalpeor: and the anger of the LORD was kindled against Israel 

(Numbers 25:1-3). 

 

2. Abortion - Abortion hit the front 

page of every paper, Internet news site, 

TV news case and otherwise this week!  

The caterwauling has commenced! Do 

not take away our fundamental, 

constitutional human right to murder.   

I was already going to talk about 

abortion today, even before the story 

broke about the leak of a draft of a U.S. 

Supreme Court majority opinion that 

ostensibly would overturn Roe v. Wade 

(1973). 

 

We took some grandchildren to the Zoo 

recently on the busiest day of the year!  

We were there for the fake dinosaurs.  

During that visit it was almost as cheap to just become friends of the Zoo and get an annual 

membership, so we did.  I now get news releases from the zoo.  A few weeks ago, I got 

notice that Rudy, one of the zoo’s Bornean Orangutans was expecting to give birth this 

spring.  There was a picture of Rudy with an ultrasound of the baby Orangutan.  I thought 

to myself – it is safer these days to be an Orangutan baby than a human baby! 
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The women and men of this generation are 

black hearted to the core! They deny the right to 

life to others, that they themselves enjoy!  It is 

the epitome of hypocrisy.    And Cain talked with 

Abel his brother: and it came to pass, when they 

were in the field, that Cain rose up against Abel 

his brother, and slew him.  And the LORD said 

unto Cain, Where is Abel thy brother? And he 

said, I know not: Am I my brother’s keeper?  And 

He said, What hast thou done? the voice of thy brother’s blood crieth unto me from the 

ground (Gen. 4:8-10). The landfills of this country and this world cry out to God.  Fox News 

reported this week that over 63,000,000 abortions have taken place in the U.S. since Roe v. 

Wade was decided in 1973.  I did the math several years ago at that time that without a doubt 

since the 70’s more than 1 billion children were murdered by abortion globally.  A whole 

generation of children are missing.    Do you think the Lord can blot out the cry of the blood 

of 1 billion babies?  Will God not visit for this?  Shall I not visit for these things? saith the LORD:

recommend it.  He talks about the need and the requirement for “spiritual separation.”  The 

Elect of God must be spiritually separated from this world.  The Lamb’s Book of Life is the list 

of those that are spiritually separated from following Satan, and they are the only ones that 

are.   

Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to 

destruction, and many there be which go in thereat: 14 Because strait is the gate, and narrow 

is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it (Mat. 7: 13 -14). 

 

For I am the LORD your God: ye shall therefore sanctify (purify – separate – set apart) 

yourselves, and ye shall be holy (sacred, set apart); for I am holy: neither shall ye defile 

yourselves with any manner of creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth (Lev. 11:44).   

 

And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that 

ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God (Ro. 12:2).   

 

4. Modern Day Ministers & Seminaries – I was at a lunch recently and I was sitting at a table 

with several other people.  Someone with me asked one too many questions of a professional 

woman sitting with us.  My person asked, “what does your husband do for a living” of the 

woman?  The woman answered, “my husband is a minister.” I can’t tell you the number of 

times I have heard that.  Despite our efforts to change the subject, the woman was saying her 

husband is a professional minister and at times they have moved from town to town for her 
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career and he has no trouble finding a new congregation (in one place he had over 900 

congregants).
